Kendall County Commis-sioners moved an item from executive session to open discussion Monday, publicly announcing their support for modifications to an ETJ inter-local agreement between the city of Boerne and the county.Commissioners agreed to wait until their January 22 meeting to sign the agreement, which gives the county more voice in, and protection from, unbridled growth in the city’s EJT.
“I’m personally ready to sign it right now,” Precinct 4 Com-missioner Chad Carpenter said. “It’s exactly what we’ve been working toward, but out of respect I will wait two weeks.”The waiting period was requested by County Judge Shane Stolarczyk and Precinct 3 Commissioner Richard Chap-man. Discussion at the January 8 meeting was moved from executive session into open ses-sion -- meaning the documents being discussed had not been made public.

Hence, none of the affected parties within the county had seen or spoken to the agreement, which is why commissioners agreed to wait before casting their votes.At the heart of the matter is the Boerne Major Thoroughfare Plan (MTP), a formal planning document developed by the city to provide for an efficient and appropriate thoroughfare

T he 5 P’s: Pipes, pets, plants, pumps and people.
Kendall County residents are spending the weekend prepping for the arrival of the first severe winter weather of the new year.With overnight lows pre-dicted in the high teens on Monday and highs at the freez-ing mark Monday and Tuesday, city officials urge residents to ensure they have protections in place before temperatures drop.Unlike the February 2023 freeze, which resulted in icy roads, walkways, yards and houses, the coming Arctic blast is not expected to bring much moisture with it, according to the National Weather Service.Police Chief Steve Perez said the city of Boerne and Hill Country Family Services are teaming up to provide two warming stations for residents to utilize: one at the Patrick Heath Public Library, 451 N. Main St. behind City Hall; and at Boerne Church of Christ, 1 Upper Balcones Road, behind Starbucks.

Both locations will be open 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. stocked with blankets, clothes, coats, socks, scarves and hand warmers. There will be water, coffee, tea, soup and snacks also avail-

able. Both sites are going to be pet friendly as well, so Rover and Tomcat do not have to left behind, but will have to be kept in a carrier or crate at the sites.Perez urges people to stay in contact with friends, neighbors and loved ones if conditions make travel difficult.“Stay in touch with each other and check on any elderly family or neighbors,” Perez said. “If we have to close any roads, we will post them on social media and on the city of Boerne’s web page.”Perez said residents should not call 9-1-1 if power goes out, or pipes freeze. “If we should lose power, do not call 9-1-1. Please keep our 9-1-1 lines for emergencies only.”The plummeting tempera-tures can make for several unpleasant -- and costly -- days if residents are caught unprepared.
Zack Cook, owner-opera-tor of Hill Country Plumbing, said getting pipes wrapped and insulated is the way to go.“We really want to get all these things protected that are exposed to the elements, espe-cially hoses, things like that,” Cook said. “You really want to pay attention to anything on the north side of the house. Those winds are going to be coming in, and it could be really cold.”Cook said to use whatever

BY JEFF B. FLINN Managing Editor 
The freezes of 2021 and February 

2023 put Boerne residents in the right 

frame of mind last week, as residents 

prepared for the Arctic blast that dropped 

temperatures into the teens for three 

days. 
Preparation kept damage and emer-

gency responses to a minimum, 

according to figures released by the city. 
The Boerne Police Department 

responded to 23 accidents from Sun-
day night, when the cold front arrived, 

through Tuesday, the final day of the 

frigid cold. Boerne Fire Department crews 

responded to 15 emergencies Jan. 14, 

including four vehicle collisions and a 

semi-trailer truck accident on Interstate 

10. Three of the 15 were EMS calls 

related to the bad weather. The fire department reported only 

eight calls Monday, including motor 

vehicle collisions, falls, and fire alarms. 

The biggest issue for the fire department,

City talks ETJ agreement, future road work

$100,000 in donations to its parks and ani-

rebuilding two miles of School Street and 

1.5 miles of Old San Antonio Road. 

The most-watched item on the Jan. 23 

agenda, however, occurred behind closed 

doors, as the council spent an hour in exec-

utive session discussing the city’s interlocal 

agreement with Kendall County dealing 

with regulation of subdivisions in the city’s 

extraterritorial jurisdiction. 
The city ETJ, a one-mile-wide swath of 

land surrounding its city boundaries, has 

been a haven for growth. Housing projects 

within the ETJ are not held to the strict per-

mitting and building codes that exist within 

the city. In an attempt to harness and develop 

some restraint, members of the Kendall 

County Commissioners Court Jan. 22 gave 

its unanimous stamp of approval to the 

interlocal agreement. 
One of two key provisions of the agree-

ment would forbid the city from enforcing 

its subdivision regulations, including the 

regulation of subdivision plats within the 

ETJ. Another holds that lines shown in the 

Boerne Thoroughfare Plan “for potential 

future connectivity outside city limits will 

not be applicable in the ETJ.” 

City Council emerged from its closed-

door discussion and adjourned without 

taking any action on the ETJ agreement. 

"On Tuesday evening, the Boerne City 

Council met in executive session with our 

city attorney to discuss legal matters as it 

relates to state regulations regarding interlo-

cal agreements and historical background,” 

Chris Shadrock, Boerne director of commu-

nication, said. “As there has never been a 

set timeline related to this matter, we would 

not characterize this as a slowdown. 

“Our City Council will continue discus-

sions and our current interlocal agreement 

remains in place and is working effec-

tively,” Shadrock said. 
Prior to the one-hour executive session, 

the council voted to accept two large dona-
